Online Course FAQ

Do I need to log on at certain times?

No. This class is “asynchronous” which means that you attend class at times that are convenient for you. Plan on committing 7-8 hours per week to the online course and logging in several times every week to track and participate in the online discussion.

What kinds of activities and assignments are involved in this course?

Each week, there will be a reading assignment of 1-2 chapters and an audio lecture of 8-10 minutes. Additionally, there will be a discussion topic provided and all participants are asked to respond to the topic and to each other. You’ll also be asked to share classroom activity ideas. The best part of any online course is the professional dialogue that occurs between and among students, so participation in the discussion will be the most important requirement of the course.

How is the course content structured over the six weeks?

The six weeks are broken into six units – one unit each week. Each week/unit will introduce a new topic with new learning objectives.
What if I haven’t taken an online class before?

Don’t worry – It’s easier than you may think. The classroom will be open one week before the beginning of the course so that you can orient yourself to the online classroom and post an introduction of yourself. This will be a good time to make sure that everything is up and running. If you’re having difficulties, help is available. There’s no time like the present to jump in and try online learning. You’ll be amazed at how fun and convenient it is!

What college credit is available?

Participants can choose to receive three semester hours of undergraduate or graduate credit from the University of Colorado. You will be able to complete the registration process for receiving credit online. If you do not wish to receive college credit, you can receive continuing education credit to fulfill re-licensure requirements. College credit costs $75.00 per credit hour and is payable directly to the University of Colorado-Colorado Springs.  This is in addition to the class registration fee charged by the Gurian Institute.
What are the computer requirements for taking this course?
They are very basic. All you need is a PC or a Mac with a connection to the Internet.
